The Ada M. Lindsey Professional Service Award acknowledges a current full or part-time faculty
member for his/her service (clinical practice or professional service) excellence.  Nominations from undergraduate students, graduate students, faculty and alumni are encouraged.

Eligibility:  All current full and part-time College of Nursing Faculty are eligible for nomination. The award will be given annually. In odd years, the award will be for excellence in Clinical Practice, and in even years, the award will be for excellence in Professional Service. 

Award Criteria for Clinical Practice May Include:


Quality



Recognized as an excellent clinician by students and peers.



Creates and implements quality improvements mechanisms for practice.


Governance



Demonstrates ownership of practice (autonomy and accountability).



Works to increase financial resources through development of grants.

Leadership


Develops innovative advanced practice strategies.


Mentors clinicians to develop scholarly clinical practice.


Provides consultation to peers and professionals.


Develops and maintains community partnerships.


Provides leadership for advancement of practice in district, state, regional and national


professional organizations.

Knowledge Development

Demonstrates and engages in outcome based clinical practice with an emphasis on 

scientific rigor.


Participates in clinical research and/or development of conceptual models.


Publishes manuscripts based on scholarly practice.

Nomination Process

Download form and complete with your name, the nominees name and cite specific examples of how the faculty member demonstrates the above criteria.  Address as many of the criteria as possible, but at least one criterion from each of the above 4 categories. It is not necessary to address all criteria. Additional sheets may be attached to the nomination form with a maximum of 5 pages for a nominee. 


Deadline for submission is March 15.

The recipient/s will receive a glass award and a monetary award.

The names of nominators will be removed from the nomination letters before the Faculty Practice Committee reviews the nominations.  Selections will be determined by the Faculty Practice Committee.
