University/Chicago College of Osteopathic Medicine (MWU/CCOM) serving from 2002 until 
stepping down July 2018. Prior to serving as Dean, she was Assistant Dean, Post-Doctoral Education 
and Chair, Internal Medicine at the MWU/Arizona College of Osteopathic Medicine since 1997. She 
was in the private practice of internal medicine and geriatrics in Mesa, Arizona from 1985 through 
2002. A graduate of the Kansas City University College of Osteopathic Medicine (KCU-COM) with 
a DO degree, she holds a master’s degree in Management with a specialty in Healthcare 
Administration from Central Michigan University. 
Dr. Nichols is one of the first two DO’s nominated by the AOA and elected to the board of the 
Accreditation Council for Graduate Medical Education (ACGME) in 2015. She was elected to be 
chair of the ACGME board of directors for 2020-2022.
